}Quarter: 50 hours/10 weeks is one quarter of college. The 

material covered is equal to 1 full year of high school.  

 

}Credit:  
Ɓ1 hour of lecture per week for 10 weeks = 1 credit.  

Ɓ5 credits would be 5 hrs lecture per week for 10 weeks.  

Ɓ2 hours of òactivityó per week = 1 credit (P.E., labs, etc.) 

 

}Full load: 12 - 15 credits per quarter (3 - 4 courses).  



}Homework = 2 hours for every lecture hour in class  

}A five credit class would require 5 hours in class and 
10 hours of work out of class each week for a total of 
15 hours per week.  

}Full load = 36 to 54 hours per week expected

}Most students need help with their classes in college. It is 
important to establish a good relationship with your 
instructors, your advisor, and the students in your 
classes.  

 

}Use tutoring which is provided free on the third floor of 
the library during the college day.  

 

}Follow the recommendations of COMPASS for placement 
in courses for which you are prepared.

V Locate the advising schedule for each quarter on your Running Start CALENDAR  

 

V Sign up for an advising session in the advising book, outside the Running Start 
office.  

 

V Meet with your high school counselor BEFORE, your college advising 
appointment, to discuss high school equivalency classes for your quarter and 
obtain  ALL signatures (Administrator, Counselor, Parent ) on the Enrollment 
Verification Form.  

 

V Attend your scheduled advising session with Ann or Patsy with your completed  
Enrollment Verification Form and 2011 - 2012 catalog checklist.  

 

V Register for your classes on the Student KIOSK on your designated day 
(Registration times are based upon the amount of credits you have with WVC).  

 

V If you have fees (computer lab fee, science lab fee, fitness lab fee, or an unpaid 
parking ticket). Pay the cashier as soon as possible. If you have not paid your fee, 
a FLAG will be placed on your account, which will prevent you from registering 
for your next quarter classes.  

 

 
 

 

 



} Use your calendar. Be aware of important dates  
 
} If you arenõt sure about somethingé ASK! 

 
} If you make changes to your schedule let Ann, Patsy, and your high 

school counselor know, by printing a new schedule from the student 
KIOSK!!! 

 
} Registration  is not the same as Advising  
} Check your Running Start calendar for quarterly advising schedules.  
} Your registration date and time is based upon the number of credits 

you have. To locate your date and time check the student KIOSK. We 
will also have a printed copy of dates and times in the Running Start 
office.  Registration schedules  are also posted around campus. You will 
find them in the hall in Van Tassell . 

 
} Stay in contact with your instructors  
 
} READ AND SAVE your syllabus.  
} The syllabus is your connection with the instructor. It includes 

instructor contact information, required course text, class objectives, 
assignment deadlines, and grade information.  



} Implementation of SHB2119 passed by the 
Legislature guarantees:   

}Low- income students will be eligible for fee 
waivers and assistance with the purchase of 
their textbooks. ( WVC Emergency Textbook 
Fund).  

}Eligibility is determined by proof of free or 
reduced lunches at the studentõs high school or 
if the student is in foster care.  

 

 



} Running Start has an emergency textbook fund available 
for students who qualify for free and reduced lunches at 
their school.  

 

} Depending on the amount of students in need of funding, 
Running Start may be able to assist with a purchase of 
your book/s for fall quarter.  

 

} If you DO take part in the book fund you MUST return your 
books to the Running Start office after finals or you will 
NOT be able to participate the following quarter.  



} If you go to class and see a pink , yellow  or blue  slip on or near your 
classroom door, check it carefully.  It might be telling you your class is 
canceled or moved. Make sure itõs òYouró class. 

 
} Donõt miss the first day of class- the instructor has the option to drop 

you from that class if you are not there and allow another student, on a 
waiting list, to take your place in the class.  

 
} If you need to drop a class, donõt just quit going to class- you will receive 
an òFó and it will stay on your transcript and affect your high school and 
college GPA.  Remember to withdraw (drop) from a class, just as you 
registered. Pay close attention to the LAST DAY to Withdraw each 
quarter. These dates are listed on your RS Calendar.  

 
} All grades you receive are part of your college transcript  
 
} Web Registration on the Student KIOSK.  
 
} If you take six credits or more, stop by Van Tassell and pick up your    
 student (picture) ID card.  This will allow you into college events for 

free and allow you to ride Link Transit for FREE!

üIf you park in any of the lots without a pass, you will be 

ticketed. If you do not pay for the ticket a flag will be 
placed on your account and you will be unable to access 
your transcript and register for classes the following 
quarter.  



Have you signed up for a fitness lab for        
fall quarter?  

}Fitness labs are great way to gain credit for your 
life skills (part of AAS degree), P.E. requirements 
for your high school, and extra credits for your 27 
electives.  

}BEWAREé..you must ATTEND the required amount 
of hours in order to pass the class.  

}Some students do not meet the hours and end up 
with a failing grade.  

}Fitness lab is ATTENDANCE based. SHOW UP!!  



 

} It transfers 90 credits and fulfills General Education 
Requirements (GERs) at the accepting school.  

 

} It generally allows entrance into the school at the 
junior level if the GPA is met.  

 

}Valid for member schools in the state of Washington.  

 

}Many schools have additional requirements.  



 10 credits Writing Skills (English)  
     5 credits Quantitative Skills (Math)  

     3 credits Life Skills

} Associate of Science Transfer (AS - T) Degree #1 is designed to 
prepare students for upper division study in the areas of biological 
science, environment/resource sciences, chemistry , geology, and 
earth science.  

 
} The Associate of Science Transfer (AS - T) Degree #2 is designed to 

prepare students for upper division study in the areas of 
engineering, computer science, physics, and atmospheric science.  
 

} Completing the AS - T degree will prepare students for upper 
division study; it does not guarantee students admission to the 
major.
